January 31, 2020, Regina, SK. – The First Nations University of Canada (FNUniv) will 
host an Official Grand Opening of the pamināwasowin Child Care Centre, Regina 
Campus, 1 First Nations Way, on Tuesday, February 4, 2020 at 10:00 a.m. As part of the 
traditional protocols, a pipe ceremony is scheduled in the First Nations Veterans 
Ceremonial Tipi starting at 8:00 a.m.  
 
The pamināwasowin Child Care Centre was designed and renovated to accommodate 90 
spaces, ranging in age and groups for 12 infants, 25 Preschoolers and 53 Toddlers. 
Since it’s unofficial opening on January 7, 2020, spaces have gradually been filling up, 
with current number at 15 children. 
 
The First Nations University of Canada partnered with Douglas Cardinal Architect Inc., 
Ray Gosselin Architect Limited, and Ledcor Construction Limited, to design and renovate 
the space, formerly the Student
